Injury, acceptability of risk, LD50, body weight, lethal, half, botulinum toxin A, tetanus toxin, Diphtheria toxin, 2,3,7,7-tetrachlorodibenzo-para dioxin, TCDD, teratogens, mutagens, safrole, oil of sassafras, saccharin, Food, drug and cosmetic act, Food and Drug Administration (FDA).

Chapt 20 #18

Assuming a density of 1g/cm3, weight of sodium benzoate in 1L (1000 cm3) of fruit juice would be .1x.01x1000=1gram

For rats LD50=4g/kg; if same toxicity in humans, for a 70 kg human, need 280 grams of sodium benzoate.

Thus would need to consume 280 Liters of juice.
