week.

 week, the first hour of each seminar will be taken up with discussion of a student 

paper. PAPERS MUST BE CIRCULATED IN ADVANCE. If we have more than ten students, 

which we won’t know for a couple of weeks, we will make some arrangement. Perhaps we can 

add an hour to the seminar for a few weeks or add a seminar in December.  

 

Students will also do a final term paper, which will usually be a rewrite of the seminar paper, 

responding to comments and doing a substantial exploration of the secondary literature.
