This course will explore the relationship between philosophy and politics — between
thought and action — through a close reading of selected writings by Hannah Arendt.
The course will be run as a seminar with individual students assuming responsibility for
introducing each of the weekly readings. Evaluation will be based on seminar
participation and presentation, take-home exam and a final essay on a topic of your
choice.
