OPEN SESSION

Call to order and Chairman’s Remarks

The Chair called the meeting to order at 4:05 p.m.  
 Question Period – No questions were raised.  

1.  ITEMS FOR ACTION
1.1. Approval of Agenda
It was requested that two items be added to the agenda.  The Chair informed Board members that, as per Board approved procedures, requests to add items to the agenda would be considered only if agreed to by a two-thirds majority of the members present and that the motion was not debatable.  The Chair called for the motion to add these items to the agenda and the motion was defeated.  

It was moved by Mr. Tattersfield and seconded by Ms. Samson-Verreault that the agenda be approved, as circulated.  The motion carried.

Approval of Minutes of the previous meeting (557th) and business arising 

The Minutes of the 557th meeting were distributed prior to the meeting.  It was moved by Mr. Hyder and seconded by Mr. Ling that the minutes be approved, as presented.  The motion carried.
2. ITEMS FOR DELIBERATION

Report of Standing Committees
2.1.1
Building Program
i) Campus Master Plan
The Assistant Vice-President, Facilities Management and Planning explained that the purpose of the Campus Master Plan is to set the parameters, policies and directions for the physical development of the Campus, including its buildings, landscapes, movement systems and general infrastructure.  The Plan fulfills the Board of Governors’ policy that it must be updated every five years and that it deals with the location and size of buildings without determining the uses except in a general sense, since these will vary over time.  The current Plan was developed in 2003-2004 and a Steering Committee was established in June 2009 to co-ordinate the review of the Plan with the architecture firm of du Toit Allsopp Hillier.  It was explained that the update process included three phases: 

Planning Base:  the foundation upon which the Campus Master Plan rests and outlines the planning approach, consultation, Carleton’s strategic plan, the planning and development history of the Campus and the principal movement and infrastructure systems.  Consultations included interviews with Carleton University stakeholders, collection of Issues Sheets available via Campus Master Plan website and a Design Workshop with key Carleton stakeholders.

Explorations:  this phase involves exploring planning options for the future campus.  Consultation included presentations at two Public Forums.

Draft Plan:  the draft includes the master site plan, plan anatomy/basic principles, massing studies and plan implementation.  Consultations included presentations to the following committees:  Executive Committee, the Steering Committee and the Building Program Committee.

Board members received a presentation on the proposed Campus Master Plan where the following fourteen basic principles were discussed:  Environmental Responsibility; Compact Academic and Research Campus;  Campus Structure: Streets, Greens, Walks and Tunnels; Movement; Connections to Surroundings; Design Quality; Building Organization and Interdependence; River Access; Parking; Safety; Storm Water Management; Development Priority; Space Management; and the North Campus Reserve.  The Department of Facilities Management and Planning ensures that every project is measured against the Campus Master Plan at all stages of the Project Development Process.  The Plan will be amended as necessary and updated every five years.  It was moved by Dr. Chinneck and seconded by Mr. Ling that the Carleton University Campus Master Plan be approved, as presented.  The motion carried.


2.1.2
Finance
i) Required deductions
The Vice-President (Finance and Administration) explained that this is a standard report arising from the Finance Committee.  He certified that all deductions made from any employee’s wages pursuant to any legislation and regulations flowing therefrom, have been remitted to the required authorities according to such schedules as are now in effect; and all taxes required to be collected by the University pursuant to the Excise Tax Act, the Province’s Retail Sales Tax Act and the Employer Health Tax Act, and any regulations flowing therefrom have been collected and remitted to the required authorities.  
It was moved by Mr. Tattersfield and seconded by Ms. Keyes that the report on required deductions be received.  The motion carried.
ii) Sprott Career Services Fee
The Vice-President (Finance and Administration) reported that the Sprott School of Business is seeking approval for a student levy to support the expansion of services offered within the Business Career Management Center.  The proposed levy was approved by a wide margin in a student referendum held earlier this year.  The proposed Business Career Services fee of $90 per term will be implemented for September 2010.

It was moved by Mr. Hyder and seconded by Prof. Rowe that the proposed Business Career Services fee be implemented for September 2010.  The motion carried.
