A limited number of 4™-year and MJ students registered in the senior workshop JOUR 4205 or
JOUR 5704 (Centretown News) will have the opportunity to spend about half of the Fall or
Winter term embedded in the downtown Ottawa iPolitics newsroom, with the additional option of
writing for the iPolitics-affiliated, Ottawa-focused arts and culture publication Artsfile.

3. TWO stories (whether class assignments or published articles) that best demonstrate
your suitability for the opportunity described above; and,

4. A copy of your most recent audit, which you can obtain through Carleton Central.
