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Nereida Ripero Muñiz is a lecturer and researcher from Spain currently based at the University of the Witwatersrand. She studied in Amsterdam and London before taking up a lecturer position at the United States International University, Nairobi, in 2007. There she started researching the Somali community residing in the city. In 2016, she was awarded a PhD by the University of the Witwatersrand. Her doctoral thesis investigated identity construction among Somali women living in Nairobi and Johannesburg.
