COURSE DESCRIPTION

Course Description: This course provides an introduction to Roman civilization from its
beginnings until the end of the Western Empire in 476 CE. The course serves as a general overview
of the political, social, and cultural development of Rome.

Students will be able to trace Rome’s development politically and socially from a small village to the
greatest empire the world has known. They will also recognize the effects expansion had on the
culture of the Roman people.

COURSE DELIVERY

This course is being delivered online asynchronously. This means that you are free to work through
the lessons at your own pace each week and take the tests at time that suits your own schedule on
the days they are available. You will see that there are dates and deadlines for the completion of
quizzes, tests, and assignments. Mark these on your calendar and be sure you do not miss them.
You will not be able to progress to the next lesson until you have achieved a basic score on the
questions included in each lesson. The questions are multiple choice based on the videos. You
have four attempts at each question, but your grade goes down the more attempts you take. You
will not be able to see any of the lessons until you first complete the Academic Integrity quiz.

COURSE STRUCTURE

This course was originally organized into five modules that trace the rise and fall of Rome in
chronological order, but it has now been divided into weeks. Within the modules are lectures
about aspects of Roman civilization. The intent is to introduce you to the many topics offered in
various courses in the Greek and Roman Studies program of the College of Humanities. Within
the weeks, the course is further sub-divided into lessons. Inside the lessons are pre-recorded
PowerPoint lectures, videos, and question pages. The question pages are scored and must be
completed before students can proceed to the next lesson. These scores constitute the “lessons”
mark for a total of 10%. In some cases, the live lecture would have been divided into a part 1 and
part 2. Now, both parts appear in the same week. Weeks with a single lesson are really two
lectures combined into one lesson.

QUIZZES

There will be eight quizzes. The dates for the quizzes are indicated in the course schedule below.
These will be online through CuLearn. There will be 15 questions chosen at random from a bank
of questions. They will be multiple choice, true or false, and matching questions. The quizzes
will be open from 12:00am on Wednesdays until 11:59pm on Fridays so that you can choose the
best time for you to take it. Once you begin, you will have 20 minutes to complete the quiz and
you cannot pause or stop it once it is started. Be sure you have 20 minutes without interruption
before you open the quiz. You will see your mark after you complete the quiz with a short delay,
but the questions will remain hidden until the quiz closes. If you have a technological problem
while taking the quiz, notify me immediately so that | can reset it for you. | can see whether a
problem has occurred and will not reset a quiz only so that you can improve your score. Once
the quiz has closed, I cannot reopen it for anyone because the answers will have been
released. Try not to leave the quiz until the last minute.
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TESTS

There is no midterm or final exam for this course. Instead, there will be four tests. The dates for
the tests are recorded in the course schedule below. Like the quizzes, they will open on the
Wednesday of the week and close on the Friday at midnight. The tests will not be cumulative but
will cover material from the first lecture after the previous test. In cases where there may be
material from earlier lectures, you will be informed in the test preparation notes | will post before
the test. This could occur if I want you to compare and contrast something from a later lecture
with something from an earlier one. The format for the tests will be multiple choice, True/False,
and one essay question. | will give you topics for the essay questions the week before the test.

LESSONS

There are roughly two lessons per week as there would normally be if we were meeting face-to-
face. These 1.5 hour lessons have been divided into a series of short pre-recorded videos. Some
lessons are longer than others, but the workload per week should be about the same. Students are
expected to keep up with the workload as the quizzes will only be available for a limited time and
can only be taken once the lessons for the week have been completed. Each lesson comprises pre-
recorded powerpoint lectures, embedded videos from third party sources, and quiz-type questions
to check comprehension. It is a good practice to take notes while watching the videos so that you
will be able to answer the questions more readily. Taking notes will also help you to focus your
attention on the course material.

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Deferred TermWork

In some situations, students are unable to complete term work because of illness or other
circumstances beyond their control, which forces them to delay submission of the work.

1. Students who claim illness, injury or other extraordinary circumstances beyond their control
as a reason for missed term work are held responsible for immediately informing the
instructor concerned and for making alternate arrangements with the instructor and in all cases
this must occur no later than three (3.0) working days after the term work was due. The
alternate arrangement must be made before the last day of classes in the term as published in
the academic schedule. Normally, any deferred term work will be completed by the last day
of term. In all cases, formative evaluations providing feedback to the student should be
replaced with formative evaluations. In the event the altered due date must extend beyond the
last day of classes in the term, the instructor will assign a grade of zero for the work not
submitted and submit the student’s earned grade accordingly; the instructor may submit a
change of grade at a later date. Term work cannot be deferred by the Registrar.

2. In cases where a student is not able to complete term work due to illness or injury for a
significant period of time/or long term, the instructor and/or student may elect to consult with
the Registrar's Office (undergraduate courses) or Graduate Registrar (graduate courses) to
determine appropriate action.

Deferred Final Exams

Students who are unable to write a final examination because of a serious illness/emergency
or other circumstances beyond their control may apply for accommodation. Normally, the
accommodation for a missed final examination will be granting the student the opportunity to
write a deferred examination. In specific cases when it is not possible to offer a deferred
examination, and with the approval of the Dean, an alternate accommodation may be made.

The application for a deferral must:

1. be made in writing to the Registrar's Office no later than three working days after the original
final examination or the due date of the take-home examination; and,

2. be fully supported by appropriate documentation and, in cases of illness, by a medical
certificate dated no later than one working day after the examination, or by appropriate
documents in other cases. Medical documents must specify the date of the onset of the illness,
the (expected) date of recovery, and the extent to which the student was/is incapacitated
during the time of the examination.

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Financial vs. Academic Withdrawal
