Final Research Papers are due September 8th, 2018 and must be a minimum of 3000 words.

For participating students, this conference is an excellent opportunity for professional development
and network, as well as for improving academic portfolios, especially for those interested in future
graduate studies or a career that requires writing reports or policy papers for international agencies,
government establishments, NGOs, etc. There will be prizes for the best papers at the conference,
including being awarded publication opportunity in Nokoko, the open-access academic journal of
Carleton University’s Institute of African Studies.

IASSA plans to make this a memorable experience for students by incorporating distinguished
guest-speakers, cultural components, and an environment that fosters the kind of support and
encouragement that undergraduate students treasure.
