1. BACKGROUND


1.1. This research agreement, including its appendices, as properly amended from time to time (“Agreement”), defines the terms and conditions of the collaboration between Ericsson and  Institution (together, the “Parties”) in relation to a research project (“Research Project”) that is:


· described in Appendix A  to this Agreement;


· partially financed by a grant (the “Grant”) from Natural Science & Engineering Research Canada (“NSERC”) pursuant to a grant application submitted by the Principal Investigator  dated ● (the “NSERC Application”);


· performed by students or other representatives of  Institution and employees and other representatives of Ericsson or its affiliates (“Participants”).


1.2. This Agreement constitutes the entire agreement of the Parties in relation to the Research Project to the exclusion of any other understandings.


1.3. This Agreement may only be modified by a written document referencing this Agreement and signed by the authorised representatives of both Parties.


1.4. This Agreement is effective as of the date indicated above and will terminate on the later of the end of the term of the Grant or the completion of the work on the Research Project as set forth in Appendix A, unless sooner terminated pursuant to Article 8.

2. RESEARCH


2.1. Ericsson will provide access to its facilities, equipment and technology and the participation of its Participants as described in Appendix A to this Agreement.  If, in  order to carry out the Research Project Institution Participants require access to Ericsson’s facilities and computer network, as a condition to such access said Participants will be required to sign Ericsson’s Intellectual Property and Confidentiality Agreement for individuals on site and its Code of Business Ethics (collectively the “Ericsson Agreements”). 

2.2. With the exception of the facilities, equipment and technology provided or made available by Ericsson, as indicated in Appendix A to this Agreement, Institution will:


2.2.1.  Provide the facilities equipment and technology required to complete the Research Project in accordance with this Agreement.


2.2.2. Take all reasonable measures so that the responsibilities of Institution’s Participants are carried out in a professional manner appropriate for their respective experience level and stature.


2.2.3. Deliver the reports and other things to be produced by Institution as set forth in Appendix A to this Agreement and the NSERC Application.


2.2.4. Use the funds provided by Ericsson and NSERC under this Agreement only for the Research Project in accordance with the procedures and undertakings set forth in the NSERC Application.

2.2.5. Not, without the prior written consent of Ericsson, introduce Institution Background Intellectual Property in the performance of the Research Project to which it has no right to grant licenses to Ericsson under this Agreement.


2.2.6. Not, without the prior written consent of Ericsson knowingly introduce Intellectual Property, other than Background Intellectual Property, in the performance of the Research Project to which it has no right to grant licenses to Ericsson under this Agreement.


2.2.7.  Inform Ericsson during the course of the Research Project of any intellectual property rights owned by the Institution or, to the best of its knowledge, owned by any third party which may be infringed by the use of the Foreground Intellectual Property.

2.3. Each Party will retain ownership of anything purchased by it for the Research Project except for in-kind contributions by Ericsson to Institution. These contributions will, as specified in Appendix A to this Agreement, belong to Institution.


2.4. The Parties will provide each other with a list of the Participants whom they have assigned to work on the Research Project and will advise each other of any change in their Participants.

3. PAYMENT

3.1. In addition to providing the facilities, equipment and technology indicated in Appendix A to this Agreement, Ericsson will pay Institution for the Research Project in accordance with the budget, payment schedule and invoice process set forth in Appendix A to this Agreement.


3.2. The total amount payable to Institution for the Research Project under this Agreement will not exceed the budget, except in case of a prior written authorisation of a duly authorised representative of Ericsson. Institution will not perform any work beyond the scope of the Research Project without the written authorisation of a duly authorised representative of Ericsson.


3.3. Unless stated otherwise in Appendix A to this Agreement, Ericsson’s payments will be conditional upon NSERC’s continued support of the Research Project.

4. CONFIDENTIALITY


4.1. “Confidential Information” will designate information and materials whether related or not to the Research Project that a Party (“Disclosing Party”) either discloses to the other Party (the “Recipient”) or otherwise makes available to the Recipient which: (i) are designated as confidential at the time of disclosure, or (ii) if a reasonable person, having regard to the circumstances, would regard them as confidential. Information concerning the Intellectual Property belonging to a Party which is Confidential Information (as defined at subparagraphs i) and ii) above) is deemed to be Confidential Information of the Party that owns such Intellectual Property regardless of the person who disclosed it. 


4.2. Confidential Information does not include information which: (i) is already known to the Party to whom it is disclosed; (ii) is independently developed by the Party to whom it is disclosed; or (iii) becomes part of the public domain without breach of this Agreement; or (iv) is obtained from third parties without violation of a duty of confidentiality.


4.3. Ericsson and Institution may disclose Confidential Information to each other to facilitate work under this Agreement and will not disclose any Confidential Information to third parties or exploit the Confidential Information in any other manner. Confidential Information will only be disclosed to persons within Ericsson and Institution who have a need to know and are bound to the confidentiality provisions of this Agreement.  


4.4. Furthermore,


4.4.1 Institution will require its own Participants to sign the “Participation Agreement” identified in Appendix B to this Agreement confirming his or her commitment to respect the terms of Articles 4 (Confidentiality), 5 (Intellectual Property Rights) and 6 (Publicity and Publication); and


4.4.2 Ericsson will require its own Participants to maintain their obligations, as stipulated in their contracts of employment, so that they extend to the respect of the terms of Articles 4 (Confidentiality) and 5 (Intellectual Property Rights).

5. INTELLECTUAL PROPERTY RIGHTS


5.1. For the purpose of this Agreement:


5.1.1. "Intellectual Property" will include knowledge conceived, designed, written, produced, or developed including, without limitation, integrated research data, processes, techniques, algorithms, models, equations, and programs (a) whether or not protectable by patent, copyright or other intellectual property right, (b) whether it is kept in paper, electronic, or other form and (c) whether in the form of text, drawings, computer code, or other representation, except where the foregoing are in the public domain, other than through a breach of this Agreement.


5.1.2. “Ericsson Background Intellectual Property” refers to the Intellectual Property contributed by Ericsson. 


5.1.3. “Institution Background Intellectual Property” refers to the Intellectual Property contributed by Institution.


5.1.4. “Foreground Intellectual Property” refers to the Intellectual Property created during the activities of the Research Project.

5.2. Neither Party grants any rights to its Intellectual Property or any improvements or derivative work thereof except as specifically provided in this Agreement.


5.3. Except for copyright in reports, articles and other written documents related to the Research prepared in accordance with the terms of this Agreement by employees of the Institution which the Institution has agreed belongs to the employees who have prepared such documents, Ericsson will own  all Foreground Intellectual Property. 

5.4. Ericsson grants Institution the right to use the Ericsson Background Intellectual Property, and Institution grants Ericsson the right to use the Institution Background Intellectual Property, solely for the purpose of carrying out the Research Project.


5.5. Institution will grant to Ericsson an unrestricted, royalty-free, world-wide, non-exclusive license, including the right to sublicense to third parties, to use Institution Background Intellectual Property as reasonably necessary to exploit the Foreground Intellectual Property.

5.6. Ericsson grants to the Institution a limited royalty-free non-exclusive license to use the Foreground Intellectual Property, other than Intellectual Property that is an improvement, modification or derivative of Ericsson Background Intellectual Property (“Excluded IP”), for purposes of its own teaching and non-commercial research, subject to the confidentiality obligations set forth in section 4 and the restriction on publication in section 6.  For clarity, the general knowledge and concepts related to the Excluded IP are not excluded from this license.

5.7. In the course of Research Project activities, the Parties will advise each other of any Foreground Intellectual Property which arises and will cooperate in its protection, including the preparation and prosecution of any applications for protection of intellectual property and the signing of all documents required for this purpose.

5.8. Ericsson will exploit the Foreground Intellectual Property in a timely manner and, if it fails to do so, the right to commercially exploit the Foreground Intellectual property developed by the Institution will, upon written request from the Institution, be assigned back to the Institution, subject to a non-exclusive royalty free license back to Ericsson.  The Institution  acknowledges and agrees that, without limitation, each of the use or incorporation of the Foreground  Intellectual property in the development of Ericsson systems, products or services, whether or not such use is specifically tracked or monetized, the use of the Foreground Intellectual Property in research and development conducted by Ericsson (whether in collaboration with the Institution, in the Project, or otherwise), and the patenting of the Foreground Intellectual Property constitutes exploitation of the Foreground Intellectual Property.

5.9. The Institution agrees, upon Ericsson’s request, to sign an acknowledgement of the exploitation of the Foreground Intellectual Property, substantially in the form of the document attached hereto as Appendix C.

6. PUBLICITY AND PUBLICATION


6.1. Save for internal publications and reporting requirements, which will include no more than the names of the Principal Investigator, Participants and Parties, the amount and duration of the Research Project and the title of the Research Project neither Party will make any public announcement in relation to the Research Project without the prior written approval of the other, not to be unreasonably refused.


6.2. Ericsson recognises that it is part of Institution's function to disseminate information and to make it available for academic and scholarship purposes, and that the results of the research are intended to be published.  However, Institution recognises that the publication of certain technical information may destroy its commercial value and therefore it acknowledges that its right to publish the results is subject to Ericsson’s right to protect the confidentiality of its proprietary data, commercially sensitive information and potentially valuable results and ideas.


6.3. Ericsson will be furnished with copies of any proposed publication or presentation to a third party relating to this Agreement at least 90 days in advance of disclosure. If Ericsson does not object in writing, detailing the reasons for its objection  to such proposed disclosure within 30 days of its receipt by Ericsson, Institution may disclose the information, subject, however, to the restrictions provided at Article 4 concerning the protection of Confidential Information.  


6.3.1. Where Ericsson objects to a proposed disclosure within 30 days because it contains Ericsson Confidential Information, the Institution shall remove any Ericsson Confidential Information from the proposed disclosure as required by Ericsson. The Parties will negotiate in good faith an acceptable version of the proposed disclosure within the original 90 day notice period.  


6.3.2. Where Ericsson objects to a proposed disclosure within 30 days because it intends to seek patent protection for any Foreground Intellectual Property disclosed therein, the Institution shall delay the disclosure until such application is filed; such delay shall not exceed six (6) months from the date on which Ericsson’s written objection to the proposed disclosure was received. 

6.3.3. The Parties agree that there shall be no delay in the defense of a student’s thesis or in a student’s graduation, the whole subject to the terms and conditions of this Article 6 and Ericsson’s right to insist on strict compliance with the student’s obligations of confidentiality.  The Institution shall arrange that any thesis that includes or discusses any information related to the Research Program that may contain Ericsson Confidential Information or other potentially commercially valuable proprietary information arising from the Research Program be submitted and examined in confidence.  Under such situations, a list of potential external examiners shall be submitted to Ericsson to assess potential conflict of interest and Ericsson shall have the right to refuse any examiner where it reasonably determines that disclosure to that individual could adversely effect Ericsson’s interests (for example, if the proposed examiner is employed by or connected with a competitor).  Examiners not already covered by a suitable obligation of confidentiality shall be required to sign a suitable confidentiality and non-use agreement, Where a Party intends to seek patent protection, the thesis shall not be made public for a period not to exceed six (6) months as stipulated in paragraph 6.3.2 for the purposes of allowing the filing for such patent protection.  This paragraph does not affect any obligation under paragraph 6.3.1 for the removal or modification of Ericsson Confidential Information or other potentially commercially valuable proprietary information as required by Ericsson.

7. LIABILITY AND INDEMNITY


7.1. Each Party will indemnify and hold the other harmless from bodily injury or damage to tangible property resulting from the indemnifying Party's fault.


7.2. Neither Party to this Agreement will be liable to the other for any failure or delay in performance caused by circumstances beyond its control, or reasonable foresight, including without limitations acts of God, fire, labour difficulties or governmental action. 

7.3. Ericsson will indemnify, defend and hold Institution, its employees, students, officers, agents, affiliates, and representatives (collectively “Institution and Representatives”) harmless from and against any and all third party claims (including reasonable attorney fees), of any kind whatsoever in connection with or arising out of the use by Ericsson or its affiliates of Intellectual Property created in the Research Project, but only to the extent that such claim is not related to the fault or negligence of any of Institution and Representatives.

7.4. Institution will indemnify, defend and hold Ericsson, its employees, officers, agents, affiliates and representatives (collectively “Ericsson and Representatives”), harmless from and against any and all third party claims whatsoever in connection with or arising out of the use by Institution of Intellectual Property created in the Research Project, but only to the extent that such claim is not related to the fault or negligence of any of Ericsson and Representatives.

7.5. Any liability under paragraphs 7.3 and 7.4 will be conditional upon the party claiming indemnification giving the other Party (the “Indemnifying Party”) immediate notice of any such claim and the Indemnifying Party being given control over any proceedings or settlement with respect thereto. 


8. TERMINATION


8.1. Either Party may terminate this Agreement for default of the other Party in relation to the defaulting Party’s obligations under this Agreement 30 days after a written notice of default is given to the defaulting Party provided that the defaulting Party does not take immediate action to correct the default within such period. 


8.2. In case of termination for default pursuant to Section 8.1, Ericsson will make all payments required by Article 3 for the period up to termination and reasonable commitments made by Institution beyond that period unless the termination is by Ericsson as a result of Institution’s failure to meet its commitments set forth in Section 2.2.


8.3. The Parties acknowledge that Ericsson's participation in the Research Project is conditional upon its receipt of the necessary funds from its affiliates and therefore if, at any time after the expiration of the first year of the term of this Agreement, Ericsson does not receive the requisite funding from its affiliates for the Research Project, Ericsson may terminate this Agreement by giving Institution 30 days prior written notice, provided that Ericsson will make all payments required by Article 3 for the period up to termination and reasonable commitments made by Institution beyond that period.

8.4. Articles 4, 5, 6, 7 and 8 will survive any termination of this Agreement.

9. GENERAL


9.1. In the event of any conflict between the terms of this Agreement and the Ericsson Agreements, or any other agreement entered into between the Parties or with a Participant, the terms of this Agreement will prevail.


9.2. If any provision of this Agreement is held to be invalid by a court of competent jurisdiction, that provision will be enforced to the extent permissible; all other provisions will remain in effect.


9.3. Neither this Agreement nor the performance of the obligations under this Agreement may be assigned by either Party without the prior written consent of the other Party. Institution will not subcontract any of the Research Project except as specifically set forth in Appendix A to this Agreement.


9.4. The Parties confirm that they have agreed that this Agreement be drawn up in the English language. Les Parties aux présentes reconnaissent qu'elles ont exigé que cette convention soit rédigée en anglais.


9.5. Notices under this Agreement will be sent by registered mail, facsimile with proof of receipt, or delivered by hand, to the persons and addresses indicated in Appendix A to this Agreement, as modified by either Party from time to time by notice to the other.

9.6. This Agreement may be executed in counterparts.  In the event any signature is delivered by facsimile or by email delivery of a “pdf” format file, such signature shall create valid and binding obligations of the Party so signing, with the same force and effect as an original signature.
