Sous leurs plumes, I'esclavage et la résistance, la
chasse aux sorcieres a Salem, I'arrivée des travailleurs sous contrat de I'Inde, les régimes Duvalier, et I'aube de
|'ére Obama (pour ne nommer que quelques exemples) sont des moments soumis a une ré-vision qui cherche a
déterrer et a récupérer des histoires méconnues, niées, occultées. A I'aide de textes historiques, théoriques et
romanesques, nous nous pencherons dans ce séminaire sur les différentes stratégies déployées dans le
traitement du passé et les effets qui en naissent, ainsi que sur les rapports entre I'Histoire, les histoires et la
littérature.

Vous allez rédiger une fiche de lecture de 250-300 mots sur chacun des textes littéraires au programme (notez
que la trilogie Amour, Colére et Folie sera abordée une partie a la fois et comptera donc pour trois fiches). Les
fiches de lecture sont a remettre dans Brightspace avant 16h la veille du cours ou on commencera notre étude
du texte en question (voir les échéances précises dans le programme provisoire). Notez bien que ces échéances
sont fermes et qu’aucune prolongation ne sera accordée pour les fiches de lecture. L'un des objectifs des fiches
est de vous aider & maintenir un rythme de lecture. A chaque fois, je vous donnerai une question précise a
laguelle vous répondrez dans votre fiche.

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Dissertation
Il faudra préparer une dissertation de 10-12 pages (2500-3000 mots). La date de remise de la dissertation est le

Chague membre de la
classe présentera de maniere informelle le sujet et la problématique de sa dissertation, ainsi que son « plan
d’attaque », et recevra par la suite les commentaires et les questions des collegues. |l s’agit de sessions de
présentation d’un travail en cours qui vous permettront de tester vos hypothéses dans une atmospheére
collégiale. Notez bien que 10% de la note de la dissertation est consacrée a cet exercice.
