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DESCRIPTION DU COURS:
Survol historique des littératures d’expression francaise au Québec et au Canada : principaux

auteurs, grands mouvements, évolution des genres. Initiation aux méthodes et notions d’analyse
littéraire.

Vous aurez a répondre a des questions
(compréhension, analyse littéraire, histoire, culture) sur La ou je me terre de Caroline Dawson
et vous aurez a faire des comparaisons avec les autres ceuvres étudiées au cours du trimestre.
Comme pour les tests de lecture, vous aurez a prouver vos réponses avec des citations
pertinentes. Toutes les ceuvres seront permises pour cet examen ainsi qu’une feuille de route
recto verso écrite au clavier.

generative Al tools (e.g., ChatGPT);

e using ideas or direct, verbatim quotations, paraphrased material, algorithms, formulae, scientific
or mathematical concepts, or ideas without appropriate acknowledgment in any academic
assignment;

e using another’s data or research findings without appropriate acknowledgement;

e submitting a computer program developed in whole or in part by someone else, with or without
modifications, as one’s own; and

e failing to acknowledge sources through the use of proper citations when using another’s work
and/or failing to use quotations marks.

Plagiarism is a serious offence that cannot be resolved directly by the course’s instructor. The Associate
Dean of the Faculty conducts a rigorous investigation, including an interview with the student, when an
instructor suspects a piece of work has been plagiarized. Penalties are not trivial. They can include a final
grade of “F” for the course.
