DESCRIPTION

Etude approfondie d’un genre ou mouvement littéraire. Conditions d’émergence (contextes:
historique, social, artistique, etc). Textes théoriques et manifestes. Principaux représentants.
Influence (continuations, ruptures). Contenu variable selon les années.

Prerequisite(s): FREN 2202 and FREN 2203, or permission of the Department. Repeatable for
credit when the topic changes.

Les activités colonialistes des puissances européennes, dont la France, ont eu (et continuent a avoir)
des répercussions profondes autour du globe. Depuis plusieurs décennies, des écrivains et écrivaines
issus des populations colonisées par la France travaillent ’héritage complexe du colonialisme dans
leurs ceuvres. En exploitant diverses stratégies formelles et thématiques, ils soumettent a un
questionnement profond les rapports a I'histoire, a 'espace et a la langue. Leurs textes sont des lieux
de résistance contre la domination et des lieux d’articulation des réalités occultées.

Dans ce cours, nous allons étudier des ceuvres par des écrivains originaires des Caraibes (Aimé
Césaire et Maryse Condé), de ’Asie (Anna Moi) et de ’Afrique (David Diop). Les écrits des penseurs
de la décolonisation tels que Frantz Fanon, Aimé Césaire et Albert Memmi fourniront le contexte
théorique. De la réécriture du canon traditionnel a la représentation de « I’histoire cachée sous
I’histoire connue » comme le dit David Diop, nous allons découvrir la diversité des sujets et des
approches adoptées par les écrivains postcoloniaux aussi bien que les fils qui les unissent.

Les communications par courriel devraient étre faites via Brightspace et elles recoivent généralement
une réponse dans les 48 heures, du lundi au vendredi 8h30-17h30.

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INTEGRITE ACADEMIQUE

Examples of plagiarism include, but are not limited to:

e using ideas or direct, verbatim quotations, paraphrased material, algorithms, formulae,
scientific or mathematical concepts, or ideas without appropriate acknowledgment in any
academic assignment;

e using another’s data or research findings without appropriate acknowledgement;

e submitting a computer program developed in whole or in part by someone else, with or
without modifications, as one’s own; and

e failing to acknowledge sources through the use of proper citations when using another’s
work and/or failing to use quotation marks.

Plagiarism is a serious offence that cannot be resolved directly by the course’s instructor. The
Associate Dean of the Faculty conducts a rigorous investigation, including an interview with the
student, when an instructor suspects a piece of work has been plagiarized. Penalties are not trivial.
They can include a final grade of “I” for the course.
