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DESCRIPTION DU COURS:
Survol historique des littératures d’expression francaise au Québec et au Canada : principaux

auteurs, grands mouvements, évolution des genres. Initiation aux méthodes et notions d’analyse
littéraire.

Dans ce cours, nous étudierons des contes, deux romans, une pi¢ce de théatre, des poémes, et
I’écriture poétique (ateliers d’écriture). Les textes choisis nous permettront de discuter de
certaines notions littéraires afin de pouvoir analyser les ceuvres et elles nous donneront aussi un
apercu de I’histoire littéraire et sociale du Canada francais.

Développer des connaissances de la culture et de I’histoire du Canada frangais.
Améliorer les compétences langagieres a 1’oral et a I’écrit.

Les ceuvres et une feuille de notes 8X 10 (recto seulement) écrite au clavier (Time New Roman,
taille de police 12) seront permises lors de ces évaluations. La feuille de note devra étre remise
avec les tests de lecture.

e L’analyse d’un poéme. Vous aurez a présenter (en équipe de 2) le résultat de votre étude d’un
texte poétique « chantant » un fait historique du Canada frangais.

e Les travaux d’équipe en préparation aux tests de lecture. Vous aurez a répondre (en équipe
de 4 ou 5 ¢tudiants) a des questions (compréhension, analyse littéraire, histoire, culture) afin de
vous préparer aux €valuations.

e L’examen final d’avril sera d’une durée de 3 heures. Vous aurez a répondre a analyser une
question sur La ou je me terre de Caroline Dawson. Comme pour les tests, vous aurez a prouver
vos réponses avec des citations pertinentes et vous aurez droit a une feuille de notes 8X10 (recto
seulement) écrite au clavier (Time New Roman, taille de police 12).

e FREN 2203 et la langue écrite. La qualité et la rigueur de 1’expression écrite (orthographe,
grammaire, ponctuation, etc.) sont des exigences, qui feront I’objet d’une évaluation.

e submitting a computer program developed in whole or in part by someone else, with or without
modifications, as one’s own; and

o failing to acknowledge sources through the use of proper citations when using another’s work
and/or failing to use quotations marks.

Plagiarism is a serious offence that cannot be resolved directly by the course’s instructor. The Associate
Dean of the Faculty conducts a rigorous investigation, including an interview with the student, when an
instructor suspects a piece of work has been plagiarized. Penalties are not trivial. They can include a final
grade of “F” for the course.
