NOMONATION/APPLICATION PROCEDURE

should be completed by the staff member in charge of outbound exchange
students and uploaded to the designated URL by the specified deadline.

*NOTE: We do not conduct any selection process or contact students at the

nomination stage.

The admission information, including a link to the Online Application System, is

provided via email to coordinators of exchange partners at the beginning of the

application period in each semester. Partner universities are requested to share

the online application link with their nominated students and guide them to

complete their online applications by the application deadline.

APPLICATION & ADMISSION REQUIREMENTS

Applicants for the CJS program must meet the following application

requirements:
Application 1. Have completed, at the time of application, at least 12 years of formal
Requirements education or the equivalent, and qualified to enroll at a university.

2. Have a cumulative grade point average of 3.0 (B) or better on a 4.0 scale

or its equivalent at the most recent level of study. (Exchange students

with lower GPA may be considered; however, if the number of
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applications exceed the capacity, their priority in the selection process

may be lowered.)

Application 3. Have alevel of Japanese or English ability sufficient to undergo

Requirements education at Nanzan University.

4. MJP applicants must possess the following English ability or the
equivalent : Minimum TOEFL iBT 75 over or IELTS 5.5 overall over

from a 3-credit course to a 2-credit course. (Updated on November 1*)

Both IJP and MJP full time students are required to register for a minimum load

Course Registration of 14 credits and a maximum load of 18 credits per semester.
Requirements & All students enrolled in IJP must take 8-credit load Japanese language course a
Placement Test semester, and all students enrolled in MJP are required to take a 4-credit

Japanese course, 2-credit Modern Japan course and 3 credits from Japan Studies
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courses and/or Open courses.  *Subject to change without notice.

Students register courses after their Japanese level is confirmed by the Japanese

placement test administered during orientation in their first week.

All courses offered in IJP and MJP are open to exchange students. Courses, such
as Japanese seminar courses, require certain Japanese language levels, which are
Course Restriction decided based on the above-mentioned placement tests, to register. Please note

that some courses have enrollment capacity.

All students receive grades on a letter grade basis with scores out of 100, and it
can be changed to pass-failure scale by submitting an application with his/her

home institution’s permission.
