Orientation Program We run a one-week orientation program before class 

starts. 

Japanese National Health 

Insurance (JNHI) 

All exchange students must enroll in this insurance. 

The average amount of the payment for a student is 

about 23,000 yen a year. 

When you receive medical treatment, the JNHI policy 

covers 70% of the cost of general medical/dental care 

and you need to pay only 30% of the incurred medical 

costs. 

We will inform you the details at an orientation. 

INKAN (Personal Seal) All exchange students need an Inkan for KGU 

registration. You can order an Inkan at an orientation if 

you don’t have one. It costs about 1,500 yen. 

Health Service on campus 

 

Health service called Hokenshitsu is located on the 1st 

floor of the Building #4. If you need, you may receive 

basic medical treatment and some medicine free of 

charge.
