Democratic Theory



A major part of my research is on democracy and its development in relation to competing values.  I think there are better ways to sort out the pertinent questions about democracy, about what it includes, and about what procedures should be followed.  I am particularly concerned about the circumstances and nature of collective decision making.  Drafts of material include "Defining 'Democracy' Simply", "The Limits of Democracy", "Participatory Democracy", "Individual and Collective Rule: Rousseau’s Fundamental Problem”, “Real Democracy and Joint Decisions”.

Collective Action and Methodology in the Social Sciences



I continue to work on social ontology and action theory with respect to groups.  Two manuscripts are in process:  "Individualizing with Collective Interpretation" on the semantics of conjunction and plurality and "The Language of Reciprocation and Mutuality" on the semantics of reciprocals.  These serve as the ground work for studies on collective ontology and collective action.  The general direction of that work is to show that groups or collectives are real things that act or do things even if not intentionally.  I do not think there are collective minds, but I do want to show that there are some interesting group parallels, for example in group decisions and deliberations.  I am now working on applications of these views to conceptions of a nation and to democracy.

I have material at various stages dealing with interpretations of socialist thought and analysis of transitional societies. I have written on Marx’s methodology, views of organization and nations, principles of democracy, principles of morality, and ideals for the future in Marx on Emancipation and Socialist Goals. I am working on material on Marx on emancipation and freedom and researching work on Engels
