Course Description

This course explores the perennial questions of philosophy, including: What is logical thinking?
Does God exist? Are values relative? Do we have responsibilities? What is a just society? Do we
have free will? What is the mind? What is the nature of reality?

Learning Outcomes

The purpose of this course is to introduce students to contemporary arguments and concepts in
four sub-disciplines of philosophy: ethics, philosophy of religion, political theory, and
metaphysics. Students will learn transferable skills in critical thinking by reconstructing and
evaluating arguments taken from a variety of contexts. Special emphasis will also be placed upon
acquiring university level essay writing skills.

Course Materials

The course is organized as a seminar. Students are expected to review readings ahead of time
and to come prepared to discuss them. Students are responsible for all materials seen in class,
including videos and documents not on the syllabus. All materials, including readings, will be
posted on CULearn for students’ convenience.

Course Requirements

Attendance and participation are mandatory. Attendance does not factor directly into students’
grades. However, a significant portion of the final grade (30%) will be based on students’
performance in in-class activities including short quizzes, debates, and responses to various
media. Activities will require students to be familiar with concepts explored throughout the
semester and with the readings for the week.

e Essay #1 (due Dec. 5th) 15%
e Essay #2 (due April 2nd) 15%
e Take-home final exam 20%



Students may submit Essay #1 early (by Nov. 14 to be handed back to them within two weeks.
They may then resubmit the essay with modifications to be graded again. Only the higher of the two
grades will count toward their final grade.

Course Policies

e 10% will be deducted from late assignments per day. Extensions will be granted only
under special circumstances and may require documentation.

e Assignments and essays are to be submitted in class. Late essays can be left in the drop
box at the philosophy department. No online submissions will be accepted.

e In-class activities cannot be made up under any circumstances. However, only the top 15
activities (out of a minimum of 17) will be counted in students’ final grade.

e Students who miss class are expected to obtain notes from their peers; however, they are
also encouraged to consult the instructor during regular office hours or by appointment
for additional clarification.

e The instructor will try to respond to emails promptly. However, students should allow up
to two business days for answers.
