Course Description 
This course is an introduction to understanding, assessing, and formulating ethical arguments 
concerning controversial issues. Particular issues studied, such as world hunger, capital punishment, 
abortion, animal rights, and terrorism may vary each time the course is offered.  
 
Learning Outcomes 
This course is structured according to two goals. The first is to introduce students to the main ethical 
theories in contemporary Western ethical thought. The second is to bring students to think critically 
about contemporary ethical and social issues.  
 
Accordingly, the class is divided into two units. The first is titled Ethics in Theory and introduces 
students to different theoretical frameworks for reasoning about ethical and social issues. The second 
is on Ethics in Practice. Its purpose is to apply the theoretical frameworks learned in the first unit to 
pressing ethical and social issues, including euthanasia, animal treatment, abortion, discrimination, 
freedom of speech, and economic justice.   
 
Course Materials 
Students do not need to purchase books for this course. All readings can either be accessed through 
the ARES course reserves system or will be posted to Brightspace as PDFs. 
 
Course Requirements  
This is an online course. Classes will primarily take the form of prerecorded lectures be posted to 
Brightspace twice weekly. Students will be expected to keep up with posted lecture materials, 
including readings and lectures. Review sessions on Zoom are mandatory and should be treated like 
regular lectures. However, they will be recorded for student who cannot attend.

Evaluation: 
 
Standing in a course is determined by the course instructor subject to the approval of the Faculty 
Dean. This means that grades submitted by the instructor may be subject to revision. No grades are 
final until they have been approved by the Dean. 
 
Deferrals for Term Work: 
 
If students are unable to complete term work because of illness or other circumstances beyond their 
control, they should contact their course instructor no later than three working days of the due date.
