Course Description 
The philosophy of agency investigates a range of topics relevant to our understanding of agents 
and their place in the world. Since agency is bound up in discussions of moral and criminal 
responsibility, selfhood, rationality, knowledge, and the nature of the mind, this area of 
philosophy has wide ramifications. In this seminar we will closely read and examine recent 
cutting edge work on four topics central to any understanding of agency: the nature of intentional 
action, the nature of agency, the nature of skill, and the nature of an agent’s knowledge of her 
own action. 
 
Learning outcomes 
Familiarity with key issues, themes, terms, distinctions in current epistemology and metaphysics; 
improvement in critical thinking, reading and writing skills.

Papers 
You will write three papers (4007 students: 5 pages each; 5500 students: 6-7 pages each). 
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Papers will be double-spaced, Times New Roman, 12 point, with one-inch margins. These 
papers should be your own original contribution, developing an idea or criticism of your own, 
based upon readings and in-class discussions. I will discuss papers further in class. 
 
Papers will be due on Sept. 28, Oct. 30, and Dec. 7. Submit them via e-mail to me, and leave a 
paper copy in the essay box in the Philosophy department. 
 
PLAGIARISM  
The University Senate defines plagiarism as “presenting, whether intentionally or not, the ideas, 
expression of ideas or work of others as one’s own.” This can include:  
 reproducing or paraphrasing portions of someone else’s published or unpublished material, 
regardless of the source, and presenting these as one’s own without proper citation or reference 
to the original source;  
 submitting a take-home examination, essay, laboratory report or other assignment written, in 
whole or in part, by someone else;  
 using ideas or direct, verbatim quotations, or paraphrased material, concepts, or ideas without 
appropriate acknowledgment in any academic assignment;  
 using another’s data or research findings; 
 failing to acknowledge sources through the use of proper citations when using another’s works 
and/or failing to use quotation marks;  
 handing in "substantially the same piece of work for academic credit more than once without 
prior written permission of the course instructor in which the submission occurs."  
 
Plagiarism is a serious offence that cannot be resolved directly by the course’s instructor. The 
Associate Dean of the Faculty conducts a rigorous investigation, including an interview with the 
student, when an instructor suspects a piece of work has been plagiarized. Penalties are not 
trivial. They can include a final grade of "F" for the course.
