Course description 

 

We’ll read and discuss some classical papers pertaining to the philosophy of language 

tradition inaugurated by Gottlob Frege: we’ll start by reading and discussin Frege’s 1892 

“Sinn und Bedeutung (Sense and Reference/Nominatum)” and Frege’s 1918 “Der 

Gedanke (The Thought)”. 

 

Among the topic we’ll discuss there are: (i) reference using proper names, definite 

descriptions, indexicals, complex demonstratives; (ii) propositional attitudes and the 

substitutivity problem; (iii) the nature of language, etc. 

 

Aims and Objectives 

 

The module aims to provide a general introduction to the development of some key 

notions pertaining to the philosophy of language. To do so we’ll focus on some classical 

readings. 

 

Learning Outcomes 

 

By the end of the module you should be able to: 

 

• Understand notions such as: the sense/reference distinction, the Frege’s puzzles, 

interpretation, the nature of language, etc.

Through discussions you will also have the 

opportunity to develop the capacity to speak briefly and clearly on a given 

subject/problem, to ask questions and requests for clarification, and to contribute 

constructively to discussion.

Assignments:

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Important Dates: 
 
Sept. 8 Classes start. 
Sept. 22 Last day for registration and course changes for fall term and fall/winter (two-term) courses. 
Sept. 30 Last day for entire fee adjustment when withdrawing from fall term or two-term courses. Withdrawals after 

this date will result in a permanent notation of WDN on the official transcript.   
Oct. 11 Statutory holiday. University closed. 
Oct. 25-29 Fall Break – no classes.

Feb. 22-25 Winter Break – no classes. 
Mar. 29 Last day for summative tests or examinations, or formative tests or examinations totaling more than 15% of 

the final grade, in winter term or fall/winter courses before the official examination period.   
Apr. 12 Last day of two-term and winter term classes. Classes follow a Friday schedule. Last day for academic 

withdrawal from fall/winter and winter courses. Last day for handing in term work and the last day that can 
be specified by a course instructor as a due date for two-term and for winter term courses.  

Apr. 13 No classes or examinations take place. 
Apr. 14-28 Final examinations for winter term and two-term courses. Examinations are normally held all seven days of 

the week.
