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COURSE DESCRIPTION/INSTRUCTOR ’S STATEMENT

This course also includes the support of a student mentor, who is completing a practicum 
placement in psychology. A mentor is not a teaching assistant, academic advisor, or counsellor. 
Rather, they are an experienced undergraduate student who has successfully managed the 
transition to university life. They’ll be supporting students, sharing more about their program, 
offering tips on academic success, and providing suggestions on how to gain experience and 
make the most of being a PSYC major.
