Advanced study of Asian migrations and diasporas. We focus on three broad themes empirically and analytically:

2) sociological patterns of Asian migrations and diasporas 
3) Asian Canadians’ myriad of reactions such as internalization, circumvention, or resistance to hegemonic terms of belonging, identity, and citizenship politics
