e Consent and Confidentiality with Children and Youth
e Performing the Controlled Act of Psychotherapy

The College has developed the ETHICS—A: Ethical Decision-Making Tool - in order to assist
members in considering the issues and applying their professional judgment in particular
scenarios. The Tool supports ethical and professional practice by providing a decision-making
process for members to follow.

To assist members in understanding the Personal Health Information Protection Act, 2004
(PHIPA), the College developed the PHIPA Toolkit.
