The Ontario College of Social Workers and Social Service Workers is the organization that
regulates the profession of social workers and social service workers in Ontario. Its mandate is
to serve and protect the public from unqualified, incompetent, and unfit practitioners. While
membership is voluntary, only members of the College can use the title of “social worker,
registered social worker, social service worker and registered social service worker. For some
social work jobs, membership in the OCSWSSW is required.

Some key activities of OCSWSSW are:
e Sets registration requirements and protects the title for those with specialized academic
gualifications who meet specific standards.
e Sets minimum professional standards: Code of Ethics and Standards of Practice.
e Supports ongoing learning including continuing competence and professional
development through resources and practice support.
e Provides oversight and maintains rigorous complaints and discipline processes.
